SPECIAL NOTICE TO ALL CREWS

Due to problems experienced on previous events, we have lost a part of the camp (the cadet
area) for all future events at Weeton.

To avoid future losses of roads, or even the use of the entire venue, it is essential that ALL
competitors (competitors will be responsible for the actions of their crews) assist with the
following: -
- Service crew MUST remain in the service area. The venue is Non-Spectator.
All litter must be cleared and taken away with you when you leave.
There is a total ban of alcohol on the site. The penalty of exclusion will apply for
failure of any member of your crew to comply.
No cars allowed on any grassed area, unless given specific permission by the Clerk
of Course. Where we have indicated grassed areas for trailers, then they should be
“pushed” over the grassed area.

There will be a drivers briefing in the service are  a at 08.30. Attendance by at least one
member of each competing crew is mandatory — you wi Il be asked to sign to
acknowledge your attendance and adherence to all po  ints raised. Failure to attend
will be reported to the MSA Steward.

1. ANNOUNCEMENT
Stockport 061 Motor Club Ltd will organise a National B Status Multi-Use Stage Rally on
Sunday 29" March 2009 at Weeton Army Camp (102/386364).

2. JURISDICTION

The meeting will be governed by the General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association
Ltd. (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting Code of F.I.A.), these
supplementary Regulations and any written instructions that the Organising Motor Club may
issue for the event.

3. AUTHORISATION
The M.S.A. Permit number for the event will be advised in the Final Instructions.

4. ELIGIBILITY
The event is open to all members of the organising Club and members of the individual clubs
within the ANWCC, ANCC, EMAMC & WAMC.

Driver and Navigator must each produce a valid MSA Competition Licence (Driver, Navigator
(& Entrant if applicable)), Club Membership Card, and, where appropriate a Championship
Registration Card at signing on.

5. EVENT FORMAT

Competition Numbers will be on sale at Noise Check. These must be in place before
Scrutineering.

All vehicles must have entered the Weeton Army Camp by 08.00 on Sunday 29" March
2009, when the gates will be closed.

Scrutineering, Noise Check & Documentation will take place at Myerscough College, St.
Michael's Road, Bilsborrow, Preston, PR3 ORY. Please enter via MR 102/497 399.

The provisional programme of the meeting will be:

Scrutineering: Saturday 16.00 to 19.00 hours
Documentation: Saturday 16.15 to 19.15 hours

Any competitor not signed on by 08.00, 29" March 2009 may be deemed a non starter. First
car starts Sunday morning at 09.00 (Car 1 will be due at MTC1 at 08.57).




6. ROUTE

The event will start and finish at Weeton Army Camp and will have up to 12 special stages
with approximately 50 miles, all on 100% tarmac. All Special Stages will be timed to an
accuracy of less than one minute in accordance with H195. Cars may start at less than one-
minute intervals. Entrants will be supplied with a Road Book at Signing On, giving all details
of the Special Stages providing the necessary information in accordance with H213. The
maintenance of the route lies entirely with the competitor — H150 applies.

Any form of practising or unruly behaviour will be penalised by exclusion of the associated
competing crew. Traversing the route prior to 08.00 can be done either on foot or push
bicycle.

7. CLASSES

The event will have classes as follows:

Class A Up to 1400cc Class B 1401 to 1600cc
Class C 1601 to 2000cc Class D 2001cc and over

All vehicles must comply with MSA Technical Regulations. Cars need not be taxed, but
current MOT certificates are required if applicable, together with MSA Log Book as per
H146. Cars with forced induction will have their capacity increased by 70% for classification.
A Sound Test will be carried out in conformity with H12 and C(b)24.

The Organisers reserve the right to re-scrutineer any car before any Stage and not allow the
car to continue until any Scrutineers objections have been satisfied.

Your attention is drawn to: C(c)52-66, C(c)77-86 and C(c)87-100, MSA Vehicle Log Books
will also be required for inspection.

Your attention is drawn to C(e)9-14 and the regulat  ions regarding permitted tyres. All
tyres contained with C(e)15 -16 are automatically authorised.

8. AWARDS

Awards will be presented as follows:

Nomination forms will be included in the Road Book

Awards will be presented immediately after the event at the event venue. It will be the award
winners’ responsibility to arrange collection of any awards which cannot be presented at this
presentation for whatever reason.

Other awards may be presented at the organisers’ discretion. No competitor may win more
than one award, but may win a Supplementary Award as well. All named trophies remain
the property of Stockport 061 Motor Club Ltd and will be tenable for 11 months or until the
next SMC Stage Rally, whichever is sooner.




9. ENTRIES

Entries for the event open on publication of these Regulations and close finally on 20"
March 2009. The entry fee is £210.00 up to 13" March 2009 payable either in full or in two
instalments of £105.00, one cheque to be dated currently and the second to be dated 13"
March 2009, after the 13" March 2009 the entry fee is payable in full only.

Entries may be made using either (a) on-line via the website and clicking on the Entries tab
or (b) the Official Entry Form which is available within these Regulations. Entries submitted
‘on-line’ will not be accepted until payment is received. Please complete your entry form in

full.

Cheques should be made payable to Stockport 061 Motor Club Ltd. If your payment cheque
bounces, your entry will be rejected, you will be informed by telephone and you will lose your
place in the queue. Any new payment must then include a bank handling charge of £15.

Registered and recorded delivery post will only be collected once a week from the sorting
office.

Competitors will be seeded using the information provided on the entry form. Remember —
no information = lower seeding. The organisers will not enter into negotiation regarding
seeding or entry. Therefore, please fill in the entry form correctly. Data supplied will be
checked. The maximum entry for the event is 75 plus 10 reserves. The minimum is 60. The
maximum for each class is 70, the minimum is 5. Should the minimum not be reached the
organisers retain the right to cancel the event or amalgamate classes as necessary. Entries
will be accepted on a first come first served basis.

Entry fees will be refunded as below:-

Up to and including 07/03/2009 - Full refund (except for dishonoured cheques) provided
written or email confirmation of such is received by the Rally Secretary before the closing
date.

08/03/2009 — 14/03/2009 - 60% refund. You should let the Rally Secretary know as soon as
possible and follow this up with a letter of confirmation or an email.

15/03/2009 — 29/03/2009 - MSA Fees & Insurance only refunded.

Competitors who fail to start and who do not inform the organisers will forfeit the whole entry
fee.

If the event is cancelled, the organisers reserve the right to retain a proportion of the entry
fee to cover any costs incurred.

Competitors are advised that information they provide may be stored on a computer retrieval
system and may be used for organisational and publicity purposes.




10. TIMING AND PENALTIES

Marking, Penalties, Timing and other regulations will be as MSA General Regulations as

written in the 2009 Blue Book, except for the following, which are modified/additional: -

H140 Judges of Fact will be appointed to adjudicate on (b), (c), (e), (f), (), (h), (i),
(), H141 (a), (b), (c), and H182. A list of the Judges of Fact will be posted on
the official notice board at signing on.

H152 Special stages will be timed manually, however the visual starting signal will
be a traffic light - the traffic lights which will go from RED (15 seconds to go)
through AMBER (5, 4, 3, 2, 1 seconds to go) finally go GREEN at the start
time. (For a diagrammatic description, please view the website @
www.smcstages.co.uk). Some stages will be run at 30 second intervals and
at these there will be no 30 second warning given. In the event of equipment
failure, the start procedure will revert to the manual system that is described

in H152.
H155 Pace notes are not allowed. H144 will apply.
H186 Special stages will open at the time of Car 0 and will close five minutes after

the due time of the last car. In the event of a delay, the organisers reserve
the right to extend this time.

H200 Maximum permitted lateness between time controls is five minutes.

H201 Excess lateness taken over Target is not cumulative and a competitor starts
each section with no lateness carried forward from previous sections.

H212h Over target on a road section (by no more than five minutes) - No penalty

Over target on a road section (by more than five minutes) - Competitors will
not be permitted to start the stage and will be given a stage maximum.
H212aa Penalty decided by Clerk of Course, which may lead to exclusion
H245 To be classified as a finisher, a competitor must report to all controls, attempt
all stages and report to all Time Controls within their specified maximum
lateness, not having suffered the Penalty of Exclusion, and hand in a
completed damage declaration form.

Additional Penalties:
Continual use of grass areas i.e. cutting corners... Warning for 1% Offence, 5 mins thereafter
Excessive speed as reported by a

Judge of Fact in non-competitive areas................. 5 Minutes for 1* offence, Exclusion thereafter
Unauthorised entry on atime card ........................ Exclusion from Results

Verbal and/or physical abuse to a Rally Official..... Exclusion from Results

Infringing Health & Safety Rules ...............ccc....... 5 Minutes per Crew

Careless or inappropriate driving in service area... 5 Minutes for 1* offence, exclusion thereafter
Failure to comply with a regulation,
for which no other penalty is specified................... Penalty at discretion of Organisers

The Organisers’ times and mileages will be deemed correct and will not be subject to
protest. Special Stage timing will be by digital clocks and printing clocks to the last complete
second. The Organisers reserve the right to use other methods should clocks fail. The
organisers reserve the right to use any means at their disposal to arrive at a fair time for
Competitors.

In view of environmental considerations, Judges of Fact will be appointed to report on sound
levels, excessive sound will include instantaneous occurrences of noise such as that
produced by backfiring caused by anti-lag systems. Any system which causes the engine to
“pop, bang or misfire” must be disconnected at ALL times; the penalty for excessive sound
may go as far as exclusion. Cars will also be tested at the end of some stages.




11. SERVICING
PLEASE NOTE — SERVICE PLATES MUST BE DISPLAYED TO GAIN ACCESS TO THE
SITE; this will be contained within your competitor rally pack and MUST be affixed to the
windscreen. You will also be provided with 1 (one) pass for an ancillary vehicle, contained
within your competitor rally pack; this must also be affixed to the windscreen.

NO PASS — NO ENTRY, space is limited!!
The service area is limited. Space for one service vehicle per competitor will be allocated.
Ancillary vehicles must be parked as directed by the Marshals outside the service area.
Access to these vehicles cannot be guaranteed when the stage is live.
PLEASE NOTE THERE MUST BE NO LARGE WAGONS TRANSPORT ING VEHICLES
TO THE VENUE AND THERE MUST ALSO BE NO MOTORHOMES B ROUGHT TO THE
VENUE, AS SPACE IS LIMITED AND VERY TIGHT.

Servicing will be permitted only in the paddock. Organised assistance anywhere other
than in these permitted areas is forbidden, under pain of exclusion.

Service Crews will be subject to the same Regulations as Competitors regarding noise,
driving manners and inconsiderate behaviour. Marshals and Officials will be instructed to
report any infringement. Competitors are responsible for ensuring that their Service Crews
understand and comply with these Regulations.

Competitors attention is drawn to current Health and Safety Regulations regarding
refuelling, carrying fuel etc. We strongly recommend that all Service crews carry suitable
fire extinguishers.

Refuelling may be carried out at your service bay. You and your service crew must be
aware of, and observe, the Health and Safety Act 1974.

The following statement must be read by all Competitors and their Personnel: - “Every
person participating in this event, whether employed or voluntary, shall take reasonable
care for the health and safety of themselves or other people who may be affected by their
actions during the operation of the event.”

Service Areas carry a “No Smoking” rule, Service Area Safety Officer(s) may be appointed
to observe the conduct of Competitors and Personnel, to advise and to report breaches of
the Health and Safety Statement and Regulations to the Clerk of the Course.

12. RESULTS

Interim results will be displayed at various points during the weekend. Provisional Results
will be published as soon as possible after the event on Sunday 29" March, and the Protest
Period will close half an hour later the same day. Any protest must be lodged in accordance
with C(d)45-59.

13. IDENTIFICATION
Competitors will be identified by competition numbers, in accordance with C(b)6, supplied by
the Competitor, to be fixed to each door prior to scrutineering.

14. FUEL

The use of FIA specification fuel (FIA Appendix J, Article 252, and Article 9) will be permitted
for use on this event. Competitors using fuel that does not comply with the MSA definition of
pump fuel (See Terminology) must display an orange disk as per regulation C(b)19.
Competitors are reminded that where entered in a championship that has not specified the
use of FIA specification fuel; the use of such fuel might affect their championship eligibility. If
you are in doubt you should check with the championship co-ordinator.




15. BAULKING
Competitors are to note the appropriate section of the MSA Regulation under the Section
H9.19.

16. DAMAGE DECLARATION AND DAMAGE TO THIRD PARTY PROPER TY

DAMAGE DECLARATION: -

Competitors who retire will be required to submit their Damage Declaration (found on the
reverse of Time Card 12) to the Rally Secretary within 72 hours of the event. Failure to
return this form may be penalised by a fine of £100.00. H248-249 applies.

Competitors will be required to complete and sign a report declaring that they have not been
involved in any incident resulting in damage to private property or injury to persons or
animals, or alternatively giving details of any such incident where damage or injury has
occurred within 24 hours of the incident occurring.

Any information given will not incur a penalty but failure to hand in a duly completed form will
be penalised by EXCLUSION and reported to MSA.

DAMAGE TO THIRD PARTY PROPERTY: -

Competitors causing damage to any third party property will be liable for any excess
Stockport 061 Motor Club Ltd has to pay to the MSA insurers and also any cost that is not
covered by the Insurers.

An Event Safety Officer has been appointed for this event, he will be checking all incidents
that occur on the stages and will also be checking out vehicles leaving the stages for
damage. Photo or video evidence will also be used to ensure that an incident report is
completed by each competitor for every incident that they have on a stage that results in
damage to any third party property.
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17. MISCELLANEOUS
The official Notice Board will be in the Signing-On Room on Saturday 28" March 2009
and in the Results Office on Sunday 29" March 2009.

Final instructions, having the same authority as these SRs, will be available on the
website (www.smcstages.co.uk) and posted on Monday 23" March 2009, they will be sent
as requested on the entry form, otherwise they will be forwarded to the Co-Driver listed on
the entry form.

- Any notice signed by the Clerk of the Course or Deputy Clerk of the Course displayed
during the event will have the same authority as these SRs.

Please approach venue as follows — from M55, leave at Junction 3 (MR 102/415349), go
north on A585, turn left on to B5269, then turn left after 1 mile and approach the site from
the north. DO NOT USE ANY OTHER ROADS — WE WOULD LIKE TO COME BACK
NEXT YEAR.

- The main road running past the camp (B5260) will be no parking; this will be enforced by
the Local Constabulary.

- The service area is surrounded by competitive roads. As such, exit from the venue can
only be allowed immediately after Stages 2, 4, 6, 8, 10 and 12. This is subject to the
discretion of the Organisers.

Petrol is NOT available at the venue. There is a “Shell” Garage — 102/411358.

Please be aware of speed limits on approach roads, there are speed cameras — you have
been warned.

Due to security considerations of this operational Army Camp, there will by NO access to
the site after 08:00.

Camping is NOT permitted on the venue. No bonfires or barbecues or any form of fire
may be lit at the venue. Please place litter in the bin bags provided and take it home.

- A maximum speed of 10mph will apply at all times within the confines of the venue, and
on all private roads leading to the venue except for competing cars on a Special Stage.
No dogs will be allowed into the venue.

It is the competitors’ responsibility to supply an SOS and OK board, their use shall be as
per H148.

Recovery — Whilst we do not intend to leave broken down cars stranded on the stage all
day, our priority is to avoid delays and run all 12 stages. As such if you break down on a
stage, you may not be recovered to the service area immediately. If you do break down
on a stage both the organisers and your fellow competitors will be grateful if you try and
park in a safe place off the actual stage.
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
