Introduction

Welcome to the brand new Half Nite Scatter. This event has 24
controls with a maximum 18 to be visited in 2% hours. Codes are
located at the point where a footpath meets a road, making locating
the code relatively easy. Plotting is by Km squares to give a starting
junction, then a diagram, giving the departure from that junction to the
control. Results will be given as soon after the last car has finished as
possible.

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12.Route Card/Time Card
Entrants will be supplied with a time card and procedures at
signing-on. Route card 1 will list Twenty-four Kilometer start STOCKPORT 061 MOTOR CLUB
squares. This will help you to select possible routes. Route card 2
will give you a diagram of a junction in the square showing the
direction the control is located. The actual control will be where the
first footpath meets a road. These documents will provide all the H A L F N I T E S CATT E R

information to allow competitors to locate all the control points.

13 Penalties 28/29 JUNE 2008

Marking and penalties will be as follows.

a) Each control point will have a value. These values shall be
added and the highest score will decide the places.

b) Late arrival (over 2% hours after your start time)

at the final time control Exclusion

c) Passing through a Black Spot Exclusion

d) Use of auxiliary lights in a built up area Exclusion

e) Damaging or removing a marker board Exclusion

In the event of a tie for points the following shall be used in order,
as tie deciders: -

i) The greater number of top scores

i) The lowest mileage recorded

iii) The lower cc car

b) Force majeure not withstanding, the organisers reserve the right
to delete points for any control point should the marker board go
missing, and/or they deem it fairer to do so.

d) Timing will be by a single clock set to ‘BBC Time’.
